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The Supervisor should inform the Company Safety Advisor of the incident and again 
provide him with such information as is available. 

The Safety Advisor will if necessary travel to the location and carry out an accident 
investigation and prepare a report. If required the safety advisor will liaise with the 
statutory bodies involved in the incident and will report to the supervisor any information 
that may require action by the Company. 

The Safety Advisor will fill in the appropriate paperwork and will keep a copy for record 
purposes. 

2.28     PERSONAL PROTECTION 

When working within the radius of any lifting equipment including Mini-Diggers then 
Safety helmets must be worn. All Hi-AB drivers and operative working near The Hi-AB 
must were Safety Helmets. 

High Visibility vests will be worn by all operatives at all times when working with W H 
Kirkwood Ltd crossing on roadways Many accidents occur to operatives being struck by 
moving vehicles. 
Eye Protection will be worn by all operatives using abrasive cutters i.e. Stihl Saws and 
should be worn be operatives using the drills. 
Ear Defenders will be worn by all operatives when using the, the Stihl saw or a Kango 
breaker. 
Safety Boots should be worn by all operatives who work any of the above equipment. 
Gloves should be worn when using any of the above equipment. This should reduce the 
risk of operatives getting Vibration White Finger. 

Always work within the safety barriers that you have erected. It is vitally important that 
barriers and signs are erected properly and maintained and that at the end of shift you 
leave the site in a tidy manner.
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
